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The Csiszar’s discrimination is the most essential and general measure for the comparison between two probability
measures.Here we provide probabilistic representation formulae for it on various very general settings.Then we derive
tight estimates for their remainders involving a variety of norms of the engaged functions.Also are presented some direct
general estimates for the Csiszar’s f-divergence leading to very close probabilistic inequalities.We give also plenty of
important applications.
