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A misleading (but still interesting) model of turbulence is to consider the solutions to Burgers equation with random

initial data. I will describe the classification of asymptotic statistics in one such model. The result relies on a striking

result of Bertoin (Comm. Math. Phys. 193, 1998) connecting Burgers equation to a mean-field model of coagulation.
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
