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We present an analogue of the well known operator calculus for the classical time scale of the integers for arbitrary

discrete time scales. We then proceed to demonstrate the use of the calculus by looking at ordinary time scale difference

equations. Time permitting, we may present some of the corresponding results for the bivariate case and examine partial

difference equations on discrete time scales.
