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Whereas the diffraction of quasicrystallographic tilings such as the Penrose tiling is well understood, results for their

stochastic counterparts are rare. We analyze diffraction properties of point sets obtained by a certain average over

random tilings. This extends the diffraction theory of regular model sets to sets with a window function of unbounded

support.
