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The mathematics employed by electrical engineers has traditionally been analysis in the form of probability theory, differ-
ential equations, etc. More recently abstract algebra has been increasingly used. It appears in well-known applications to
the accuracy and security of transmissions (coding/cryptology) and also in less familiar but popular areas of engineering,
