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There is a close connection between graph homomorphisms and a variety of natural graph theoretic notions: independent

sets, colorings, etc. There has been some progress recently concerning extremal problems for counting graph homomor-

phisms. We will discuss some of this work, including the interesting behavior of a specific extremal problem. (Received
