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We consider lattices of theories in a language that may not include equality. Lattices of atomic theories (the analog of

equational theories) are isomorphic to the lattice of order ideals of an ordered set. Lattices of implicational theories (the

analog of quasi-equational theories) are isomorphic to the congruence lattice of a semilattice with operators. (Received
