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Endomorphisms of Certain Dynamical Systems. Preliminary report.

When studying dynamical systems, a natural question to ask is what are its endomorphisms. Ethan Coven found that

every endomorphism of the Morse substitution system is of the form σn or δσn, where σ denotes the shift map and δ

denotes the dual map. Expanding upon his work, I will discuss the endomorphisms of Sturmian systems, generalized
