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In this talk, contraction operators are classified into three classes ; (Case 1) completely non-unitary contractions with a

non-trivial algebraic element, (Case 2) completely non-unitary contractions without a non-trivial algebraic element, or

(Case 3) contractions which are not completely non-unitary. We know that every operator of (Case 3) has a non-trivial

invariant subspace. In this talk, we answer to the invariant subspace problem for the operators of (Case 2). (Received
