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Informally, a loop is a ”group” without associativity or more precisely a quasi group with identity. In a 1924 paper,

Jakob Nielsen determined generators and relations for a finitely generated free group. In two papers in 1951 and 1953,

Trevor Evans studied free loops and determined the automorphism group of a free loop on one generator. We discuss the

automorphism group of a finitely generated free loop based on the above papers. (Received August 26, 2008)
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
