THE ANNUAL SALARY SURVEY, initiated in May 1957 by the
Society's Committee on the Economic Status of Teachers, has been
continued on an annual basis by the Executive Director, upon direc-
tion of the Council.
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This survey is confined to academic institutions. The value of
this data in efforts to obtain satisfactory salaries for mathematicians
is attested to by the response to the questionnaires used in the survey,
and by the many favorable comments received.

There were 99 usable replies received in response to the 144
questionnaires that were mailed. This represents a slight improve-
ment over the 96 replies received last year.

As last year, the results are tabulated according to the classi-
fication of institutions introduced in the 1955-56 Survey of Training
and Research Potential in the Mathematical Sciences (the "Albert
Survey').. There are a total of 59 institutions in this set from which
42 responses were received. A separate tabulation is given for the
85 additional institutions included in the last Annual Survey but not
included in the Albert Survey. Finally, a summary is given of the
144 institutions included in the survey,

The period covered by the survey is an academic year (9 or 10
months). The number of staff members in each rank for 1958-1959
were the actual number employed and serving for this period, where-
as the corresponding numbers for 1959-1960 were those employed as
of the time of the survey (June, 1959). It was indicated in the ques-
tionnaire that by salary is meant the payment by the school to the
individual for full-time work. Grants and contracts were to be in-
cluded, but sabbatical payments and other part-time salaries were
to be excluded. All salary figures are given in hundreds of dollars
and are rounded to the nearest hundred with downward preference
for lower extremes and upward preference for upper extremes. The
present tabulation includes the ranges of median in addition to the
ranges of minima and ranges of maxima included in last year's re-
port.

The 1958 study included an analysis of the salary data then
available in the files of the Mathematical Sciences Section of the
National Register of Scientific and Technical Personnel (NRSTP).
The Register is a responsibility of the National Science Foundation
and the Mathematical Sciences Section is operated for the Founda-
tion by the Society. At present a more intensive study of the data
available from this source is under way and the results should be
reported in a future issue of the NOTICES.
